Reasonably foreseeable misuse

e The device is not intended for industrial use.

e Do not place any objects, e.g. clothing, on the device.

e Do not use the device for heating in vehicles.

e Do not use this device in the vicinity of fuel, solvents,
varnishes or other easily inflammable vapours or in rooms
where these substances are stored.

e The device may not be used as a heating device for
babies / children or animals.

Information about the device

Device description
The device is used to quickly generate instant heat.

The device is based on the functional principle of heat
generation by infrared radiation, which is generated by a carbon
heating element in the IR 1500 SC and by a halogen tube in the
IR 1510 SC and IR 2000 SC. The infrared radiation is passed on
to the surrounding surfaces as heat radiation. Persons or
objects are heated directly.

The 3 heating levels can be selected using the remote control.
e suitable for the application in roofed outdoor areas

e for ceiling installation

e silent operation

e no dust circulation (suitable for allergy sufferers)
e gsplash-proof (IP34)

The three devices differ in terms of their technical data and
design. Later in the operating manual, the device IR 1500 SC is
depicted as an example.

Transport and storage

Transport

Before transporting the device, observe the following:
e  Switch the device off.

¢ Hold onto the mains plug while pulling the power cable out
of the mains socket.

e Do not use the power cable to drag the device.
e Allow the device to cool down sufficiently.

Storage
Before storing the device, proceed as follows:
e Hold onto the mains plug while pulling the power cable out
of the mains socket.

e Allow the device to cool down sufficiently.

When the device is not being used, observe the following
storage conditions:
e Store the device in a dry location and protected from frost
and heat.

e Store the device in an upright position where it is protected
from dust and direct sunlight.

e |[f required, use a cover to protect the device from invasive
dust.

e Place no further devices or objects on top of the device to
prevent it from being damaged.

Unpacking the device
1. Open the cardboard box and take the device out.
2. Completely remove the packaging.
3. Fully unwind the power cable. Make sure that the power
cable is not damaged and that you do not damage it during
unwinding.

Assembly

The device is intended for ceiling installation. Observe the
following requirements for the installation:

Warning

Risk of fire due to improper installation!

There is a risk of fire if the required minimum
distances are not observed.

Observe the “Installation” section in the “Assembly and
start-up” chapter and the technical data in the
“Technical annex” chapter.

There is a risk of the device falling down if the required
minimum carrying capacity for the ceiling has not been
observed.
Select or mount a ceiling holder suitable for the weight
of the device (see technical data) and the structure of
the ceiling. The ceiling and the holder must be able to
hold a weight 3 to 4 times heavier than the device. The
device must only be mounted to a solid ceiling surface.
1. Hook one carabiner to one end of the fastening chain and
to the bracket for ceiling mounting (1).
2. Connect the other carabiner hook with the mounting on the
ceiling.
3. Fasten the device on the ceiling by hooking one chain link
into the carabiner on the mounting on the ceiling. In doing
S0, observe the minimum distances from the ceiling and to
the ground.

Check the clips of the carabiner hooks for closure.

Make sure that the on/off switch (4) is in position "0".
Guide the mains cable along the chain link and fasten the
mains cable with cable tie. Note that the mains cable must
not make contact with the device.

If the
device is not starting, have the electrics checked by a
specialist company or by Trotec.

The device does not emit heat:
e The heating element may be defective. If the heating

element is defective, have it replaced by a specialist
electrical company.

e Check the on/off switch (4). If the switch is set to the "0"
position, the device is switched off. Switch the device on.
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RCD or another fuse trips:
e (Check the fuse. Switch off any other devices to reduce the
load on the line.
e (Contact a specialist electrical company.
The device slightly vibrates during switch-on and then
stops vibrating:
e Slight vibrations during switch-on are a normal process.
No measures are required.

The device does not respond to the infrared remote control:

e (Check whether the distance between remote control and
device is too large and reduce it if necessary.

e Make sure there are no obstacles, such as furniture or
walls, between the device and the remote control. Ensure
visual contact between device and remote control.

e Check the charging status of the batteries and change
them if required.

e |[f the batteries have just been changed, check them for
correct polarity.

The device still does not operate correctly after these
checks:

Please contact the customer service. If necessary, bring the
device to an authorised specialist electrical company or to
Trotec for repair.
