This appliance can be used by children aged

from 8 years and above and persons with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack of
experience and knowledge if they have been given
supervision or instruction concerning use of the
appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards
involved.

Cleaning and
user maintenance shall not be made by children
without supervision.

Observe the device's power input, cable length and
intended use when selecting extensions to the power
cable.

Before carrying out maintenance, care or repair work on
the device, remove the mains plug from the mains socket.
Hold onto the mains plug while doing so.

Switch the device off and disconnect the power cable from
the mains socket when the device is not in use.

When installing the device, observe the minimum
distances from walls and other objects as well as the
storage and operating conditions according to the technical
data (chapter Technical annex).

Behaviour in the event of an emergency

Information about the device

Device description

The convectors TCH 25 E / TCH 26 E serve to generate warm air
in interior spaces.

The devices TCH 25 E / TCH 26 E are structurally identical.
They only differ with regard to the colour of the device housing.
The housing colour of the device TCH 25 E is black, the housing
colour of the TCH 26 E is white.

The devices generates heat by means of an electric heating
element. The air surrounding the heating element is heated. The
heated air rises through the air outlet and thus enters the room.

The devices come with integrated thermostats and therefore
generate a constant flow of warm air.

They are also equipped with a turbo function for a faster
distribution of the heated air.

Furthermore, they have timers allowing the operator to select
the time for switch-on and switch-off.
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Device depiction
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Transport and storage

Note

If you store or transport the device improperly, the
device may be damaged.

Note the information regarding transport and storage of
the device.

Transport
To make the device easier to transport, it is fitted with a carry
handle.
Before transporting the device, observe the following:
e Switch the device off.
¢ Hold onto the mains plug while pulling the power cable out
of the mains socket.
e Do not use the power cable to drag the device.
e Allow the device to cool down sufficiently.

Storage
Before storing the device, proceed as follows:
e Hold onto the mains plug while pulling the power cable out
of the mains socket.
e Allow the device to cool down sufficiently.
When the device is not being used, observe the following

storage conditions:
e Store the device in a dry location and protected from frost

and heat.

e Store the device in an upright position where it is protected
from dust and direct sunlight.

e |[f required, use a cover to protect the device from invasive
dust.

e Place no further devices or objects on top of the device to
prevent it from being damaged.

Unpacking the device

1. Open the cardboard box and take the device out.

2. Completely remove the packaging.

3. Fully unwind the power cable. Make sure that the power
cable is not damaged and that you do not damage it during
unwinding.

Assembly

Mounting the feet

Mount the feet before positioning the device.
1. Place the device on its side.

2. Fasten each foot with two screws.

Switching the device on
1. Plug the device into a sufficiently fused socket.
2. Set the flip switch (7, 8) to On to select the desired heating
capacity.
You can actuate one flip switch for a capacity of 750 W (7)
or 1250 W (8), or both flip switches for the maximum
capacity of 2000 W.
= If the temperature of the room thermostat is set above
the current room temperature, the respective lamps of
the heating levels light up.
3. When using the optional timer:
Set the timer control (12) to I.

Setting the room thermostat

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Programming the timer

The timer has a 24-hour format. You can use it to determine
time intervals during which the device shall be switched on.

The timer has a three-step control (12):
e Position 0: The device is switched off.

e Position I: Continuous operation.

e (Centre position (clock symbol): The heating is switched on
and off by the programmed timer.

To program the timer, proceed as follows:
1. Turn the timer (10) clockwise until the indicator (11) points
to the current time.
2. Slide the segments (13) for the time intervals during which
the device shall be switched on outwards.
3. Set the control (12) to centre position.
= The timer is programmed.
/‘ Info
Please note that if the timer is activated, the device will
switch on and run unattended. Take the necessary
precautions. For instance, do not leave children
unattended near the device.

Shutdown

Errors and faults

The device does not start:

e (Check the power connection.

e Check the power cable and mains plug for damage. If you
notice damages, do not try to take the device back into
operation.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the
manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified
persons in order to avoid a hazard.

e Check the on-site fusing.

e (Check the room temperature. The room thermostat may
have switched off, because the desired room temperature
has been reached.

e The room thermostat might be defective. Have a defective
room thermostat replaced by a specialist electrical
company.

e (Check the timer. If the control is set to 0 or if the current
time has not been selected, the device will not start.

Set the control to I (continuous operation).

e Check whether the overheating protection has tripped (see
chapter Safety).

e Wait for 10 minutes before restarting the device. If the
device is not starting, have the electrics checked by a
specialist company or by Trotec.

The fan is not running:
e Check whether the device is switched on.
e (Check the power connection.
e (Check the power cable and mains plug for damages.

e The fan motor might be defective. Have a defective fan
motor replaced by a specialist electrical company.
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The air current is reduced:

e (Check the air inlet and outlet. Make sure that air inlet and
outlet are not obstructed. Remove any dirt. Observe the
minimum distance from walls or other objects according to
the technical data.

Note

Wait for at least 3 minutes after maintenance and

repair work. Only then switch the device back on.
The device still does not operate correctly after these
checks:

Please contact the customer service. If necessary, bring the
device to an authorised specialist electrical company or to
Trotec for repair.
